Main Event
Format

The competition will be a straight knockout limited to 32 players. All rounds are race to 6 frames and matches will start at 11am. Please see wpa8ball.com for start times. The competition will be played to WPA Standardized 9 Ball rules.
You will need to be at the venue 30 minutes before you match is due to start. You will be docked a frame for every 5 minutes you are late up to 20 minutes where the match will be claimed.

There will be no dress code for any events but players are expected to wear suitable clothing and footwear. The venue will be open at 10am for practice. The players will also be entitled to 1 rack warm up prior to their first match, which should take no longer than 3 minutes to complete. This does not include the plate event.
