This event to be held at Manchester City football stadium. Title Sponsor has been acquired through MCFC. 17 EPBF approved tables from Dynamic-Billard with tiered seating for spectators along with a TV arena, VIP area and Players Lounge with Plasma screens can be expected.  The format will either consist of a 128 player field or a 192 player field.  Fully paid up members of the BPPPA will be offered the first spots then given to Continental Federations for their members.  Entry fee will be £100 (£5,000 to winner if 128 player field, £8,000 to the winner with 192 player field).  The dress code will be black shoes, socks, trousers and a dress shirt.  Total cost to run the even will be £76,000.  More details to come via TB and JM.
